
The Merrimac is a slight design variation on the Bainbridge Jr. chair, request-
ed by Boston architects Amsler, Mashek, MacLean for the Merrimac Public 
Library. The Top Back of the chair and the tops of the Back Posts are curved 
instead of square.  This seemingly minor change has a significant affect on 
the overall look of the chair, which is now as much Transitional as it is Arts 
& Crafts.
